Kindergarten and First Grade

Registration and Record Requirements
August 2, 2007 – First Day of School!

Some Madison County schools participate in a Kindergarten Phase-In model and/or may wish to administer a brief academic screening to your child.  Please contact your local school for schedules.  
1. Kindergarten children must be five (5) years of age on or before September 1
If a child's "Proof of Birth" indicates that the child's fifth birthday is on or before September 2, the child will be entitled to admission to kindergarten. 

First grade children must be six (6) years of age on or before September 1
If a child's "Proof of Birth" indicates that the child's sixth birthday is on or before September 2, the child will be entitled to admission to the first grade. 

2. Registration Records Required:

A.  An official document showing proof of birth (birth certificate, passport, or 
      immigration document)
B.  Current blue immunization card and
C.  One of the following:

1. Documentation of chickenpox vaccination
2. Verification by parents that the child has had chickenpox
D. Child’s social security number (please bring original card so photocopy can be made) or                                          

signed waiver

E. Proof of residency (can be lease, mortgage closing papers, proof of residency letter with notary seal, or current utility bill)
